by destroying its back window and carted away with assorted 
jewelleries approximately worth P3 million,” Gatdula said.

In a radio interview, Revillame said it could be possible that 
the incident was an “inside job” because the suspects appar-
ently knew where his duplicate keys were located. The robbers 
also attempted to open Revillame’s vault but failed.
