The study shows that Filipino American voters
support Obama, 35 percent over McCain, 29 per-
cent. 34 percent remains undecided.

“A very large number of Asian Americans are
non-partisan. The Asian American vote is very
much up for grabs: Non-partisans who see either
the Democratic or Republican party as closer to
them on issues that matter to them are much like-
lier to vote for that party’s candidate,” UC Berke-
