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audience’ breath away. They had so many costume changes that the 
divas joked,”actually fashion show po ito, tinawag lang naming con-
cert.” The breathtaking gowns with matching capes, hair accessories, 
fabulous shoes and boots, and glittering pieces of jewelry added to 
the dynamic intensity of the fabulous four.
