AS consumers worry less about what to drive to the job and more about whether they have 
a job to drive to, car companies are throwing them a security blanket of sorts.

South Korea’s Hyundai Motor Co. in January was the first automaker to offer protection for 
new buyers that lose a job and can’t make their monthly payment. General Motors Corp. and Ford 
Motor Co. recently followed with programs that provide varying levels of protection to displaced 
customers.

It’s too soon to tell how many people have signed up for the program. Hyundai officials claim 
the presence of the program has kept sales from dropping dramatically. No one has yet to turn in 
their vehicle,

The programs:
-- Hyundai’s Assurance Plus program allows customers to return their vehicles and walk away 

from a loan or lease, without negatively affecting their credit score. owners are eligible if they lose 
a job through no fault of their own; become disabled; lose their driver’s license due to a medical 
injury; transfer to a job overseas; or are self-employed and file for bankruptcy.

Customers must request the benefit. They must have made at least two payments on time and be 
up to date on their payments. The customer can return the vehicle and not incur any costs unless 
the vehicle has depreciated more than $7,500. That’s rare, except in cases of extreme wear and 
tear, Hyundai officials say.

Hyundai will cover up to three months of a customer’s car payments if they don’t want to give up 
their car, regardless of the cost. The program is available to buyers of a new Hyundai this year.

-- Ford has pledged to make car payments of up to $700 a month for 12 months should a new 
customer lose their job. The Dearborn, Mich.-based automaker’s “Advantage Plan” is available on 
cars purchased between March 31 and June 1. In addition to being the primary owner of the vehicle, 
the customer must be unemployed for at least 30 consecutive days, and have been employed for 90 
consecutive days prior to losing their job.

Enrollment is automatic upon purchase of a new vehicle. Customers who need help making their 
car payments must apply for the benefit by the end of this year.

-- General Motors’ “Total Confidence” plan will cover payments up to $500 a month for nine 
months in case of job loss. The customer must buy the car in April, and be employed for 90 days 
from the date of purchase. If the customer loses their job during the following 21 months, they’re 
eligible for the payment program. Saab vehicles are not covered.

Even if you can remain employed and make your payments, a costly repair can sap your finances. 
Car buyers should carefully consider a car’s warranty and what it covers.

There are generally two separate warranties. The powertrain warranty typically covers repair 
or replacement of transmission and engine parts. A basic, factory or bumper-to-bumper warranty 
covers the repair, replacement or adjustment of parts that prove defective within a limited period 
of time -- generally three to five years -- or maximum number of miles, whichever comes first.

Some warranties come with roadside assistance that lasts as long as the basic warranty, and some 
automakers offer a limited corrosion warranty, in the event of premature rusting.

What the car makers offer:
-- Chrysler offers an unlimited, lifetime powertrain warranty on new vehicles purchased after 

July 26, 2007. Vehicles purchased before that had a 7-year/70,000 mile warranty. That included a 
deductible per repair visit. The latest powertrain warranty does not have a deductible. The current, 
limited bumper-to-bumper warranty is for three years, or 36,000 miles.

-- Hyundai offers a 10-year/100,000 mile powertrain warranty. The company’s limited bumper-
to-bumper warranty lasts for five years or 60,000 miles.

-- Ford gives buyers a 5-year/60,000 mile powertrain warranty on Ford and Mercury vehicles. 
Bumper-to-bumper warranties last for three years or 36,000 miles. Its Lincoln brand models come 
with a 4-year/50,000 mile bumper-to bumper-warranty. Lincoln’s powertrain warranty is good for 
six years or 70,000 miles.

-- GM’s powertrain warranty covers 2007 and newer Chevy, Buick, Pontiac, GMC, Cadillac, Hum-
mer and Saturn vehicles for five years or 100,000 miles. GM also offers 24-hour roadside assistance 
for the same period of time.

-- Honda offers a powertrain warranty lasting five years or 60,000 miles. The bumper-to-bumper 
limited warranty lasts for three years or 36,000 miles.

-- Toyota has a 5-year/60,000 mile powertrain warranty. Its basic warranty lasts 36 months or 
36,000 miles.

-- Nissan offers a 5-year/60,000 mile powertrain warranty and a 3-year/36,000 mile basic war-
ranty. n
