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doctors are required to follow 
the written instructions con-
tained in your Advance Health 
Care Directive (with a living 
will, a physician is not bound to 
carry out your wishes).  

Appointing a Health Care 
Agent ensures that your health 
care decisions will be carried 
out; your agent will act on your 
behalf to see that your Advance 
Health Care Directive is made 
known to your doctors and 
health care providers. Naming 
someone as your Health Care 
Agent has the same effect as 
giving them a limited Power of 
Attorney over your medical af-
fairs (sometimes referred to as 
a “Durable Health Care Power 
of Attorney”). The term “du-
rable” means that your desig-
nated Health Care Agent will 
have power to act even if you 
become disabled). In an Ad-
vance Health Care Directive, for 
example, you may authorize (or 
require) your agent to acquire, 
continue or stop life-sustaining 
medical care, request an autop-
sy or make anatomical gifts, in 
the event that you die. To pro-
vide guidance to your agent, the 
Advance Health Care Directive 
should incorporate a statement 
of your wishes with respect to 
your medical care prior to and 
following your death. 

The Terry Schiavo case illus-
trated the need for individuals to 
have proper advance directives 
in place. Unfortunately, Terri 
Schiavo did not leave written 
instructions (an “advance direc-
tive”) expressing how she would 
like to be cared for if something 
catastrophic happened to her. 

Because she did not leave in-
structions, the courts had to in-
tervene to determine what she 
would want. Further complicat-
ing matters, her family did not 
agree on what her wishes would 
be, causing an incredibly pain-
ful situation for all involved. By 
taking the proper steps now, 
you can ensure that your wishes 
are known. A significant part of 
advance care planning, as well 
as estate planning, is commu-
nicating your wishes with your 
loved ones and healthcare pro-
viders to provide guidance and 
comfort to them if something 
should happen to you.
