HE BATTLE for scoops and exclusive reports on TV has claimed
a humiliated victim: Kris Aquino.

“I felt we were used and then discarded,” the TV host said after Sen. Mar Roxas and long-
time girlfriend Korina Sanchez announced their wedding plans on ABS-CBN’s noontime show
Wowowee —and not on any of her programs aired by the same network.

“They promised to give us details of the engagement and the sit-down interview,” said

For the entire time my
dad was in jail, bawat Holiday On Ice or Disney show, front row seats ako sa Araneta Coliseum
kasi naawa sa akin si Ninang Judy. It really goes that far back. So parang napahiya ako kasi
[ said: “He (Mar) is my kinakapatid.”

I get the situation. Ang sa akin lang, I placed myself on a limb here. Pinagbigyan ako ni
Boy, tapos nawala. Boy pointed out na hindi ganoon kalalim ang relationship namin with
Ryan (Agoncillo) and Judai (Santos), and yet their only sit-down interview is with us.
