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know what your priority date 
is because you will only be al-
lowed to apply for greencard if 
your priority date is current.

Finally, before you can go to 
the second step (filing of immi-
grant petition for alien worker) 
and the third step (filing of ad-
justment of status application), 
you must first obtain approval 
of your labor certification appli-
cation from the DOL. In short, 
if you are not exempt from the 
labor certification process, you 
will never be able to obtain LPR 
status through employment un-
less you file a labor certification 
application under PERM and 
your application gets approved.

Being out-of-status does not 
mean that you can no longer 
be the beneficiary of a labor 
certification application. Some 
out-of-status individuals still 
seek labor certification approv-
al despite their status because 
they are currently covered by a 
special law that gives amnesty 
to undocumented individuals 
while some still do so although 
they are not currently covered 
by any special laws because 
they hope and pray that by the 
time they file their greencard 
application, Congress has al-
ready passed an amnesty law. 
Regardless of your immigration 
status, we advise you to consult 

a reputable immigration attor-
ney to find out if PERM is the 
right option for you.

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immigration accepts and processes applications for the Federal 
Skilled Workers class and also put FSW applications into a Fast 
Track processing stream.   According to the new instructions, all 
FSW applications will now be limited to a new list of 38 occupa-
tions that are considered to be in high demand in the Canadian 
economy.  All that is required is that the applicant have 1 year 
of experience in the occupation acquired from anywhere in the 
world and they can have Permanent Resident status [green card] 
in Canada within 6-12 months!   No job offer is required.  Previ-
ously FSW applications to Canada were taking approximately 3-6 
years to be processed!  In addition to the 1 year of experience, 
the applicant will have to garner at least 67 points out of 100 on 
the assessment scale.  Factors include age, education, language 
ability, existing ties to Canada, etc.  Most of the occupations re-
late to health, skilled trades and finance.   Please see below for a 
complete list:

Alternatives to the FSW stream are the provincial programs that 

are being offered by various Canadian provinces [states].  One 
of the more popular programs being offered by the Province of 
Alberta is for the Fast Track Strategic Recruitment Stream for ap-
plicants currently in the United States on H-1B visas.  The main 
requirement is that the applicant have at least 1 year of experi-
ence in a listed occupation and that they currently are still in valid 
H-1B status.  The process generally takes around 12-13 months 
from the initial application to the applicant receiving permanent 
resident status.   Please note just like the FSW program, the H-1B 
stream does not require that the applicant have an employer or a 
job offer and neither is there any language testing involved to be 
considered eligible.  

In addition to the programs outlined above, there are many oth-
er avenues to gain fast track permanent residency to Canada, the 
above are just highlights of the more popular programs.
