that I am walking the busy halls of ABS-CBN, trying not to trip from the cables and 
TV monitors that stand in my way, I knew I was so close to meeting and interviewing 
him.

Geronimo. John Lloyd’s stance is nothing but impressive, and when we were talking 
to him, he was not only confident about his thoughts. He was deep, and I am not 
even surprised why he gave out those fascinating performances in Ikaw Ang Lahat 
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sa Akin. “Sana huwag na muna magkaroon ng TV version, kasi baka magsawa 
ang mga tao. I want my team up with Sarah to be immortalized in film.” I didn’t 
rework these quotes, and I am putting them up here verbatim. I was stunned, 
not to mention surprised, with him uttering the word “immortalized”. He was, 
to say the least, an intelligent actor, one that is quite uncommon in this song-
and-dance industry. He’s not only stunning, I must say. He has talent.

He talked about so many things, like the acceptance of his new team up, 
new projects and his show with the other 47 stars of Star Magic in America 
and in Canada. He was very proud to be part of ABS-CBN’s stable of stars, 
and I guess he could not help it.
