It was half past 10 in the evening at the Terrace 
Auditorium, Long Beach California. The curtains 
rolled down as the Four Divas took their Final Bow 
to conclude what was dubbed as the Concert Event 
of the Year, Divas 4 Divas!

After at least 2 months of touring the United States.  
Pop Diva Kuh Ledesma, Divine Diva Zsa Zsa Padilla, 
Concert Queen Pops Fernandez and Asia’s Song Bird 
Regine Velasquez, bid Farewell and thanked the thou-
sands of supporters who attended their Concert and 
made it an event that will never be forgotten. 

As early as 530 pm, their fans started to arrive at 
the Terrace Theater at Long Beach. The almost four 
thousand seating capacity of the theater was filled 
with family, friends and supporters. At exactly 7 in 
the evening, the show started. The crowd roared as 
the Four Divas walked on stage wearing their gal-
lant costumes and opening the show with the song 
Queen of the Night.  Not only were the fans in awe, 
but the Divas as well, after seeing that the venue was 
jam packed. 

The 3-hour concert was filled with laughter and 
memorable moments. One of which was when each 
Diva sang their first ever hit that catapulted them to 
superstardom. The Pop Diva sang her first hit song 
Dito Ba?, everyone was just in tears when the Divine 
Diva sang her George Canseco Classic, Hiram, The 
Song bird, then gave her own version of the song 
Kailangan Kita that possessed her wide vocal range; 
and the Concert Queen lived up to her title and made 
the audience dance as she sang Concert Highlights 
from the 70’s. 

What left the audience gaping in awe was their 
rendition of Christina Aquilera’s Beautiful.  

The Divas did not forget to pay tribute to the real 
Divas of their lives …their Mothers. In this segment 
of the show, they showed a collage of pictures of the 
Divas with their Moms while singing Kuh Ledesma’s 
version of Sa Ugoy ng Duyan.

One of the Concert’s highlights was the Divas 
Exchange, where the Divas gave their own rendition 
of their greatest hits. Regine started the number by 
singing Kuh Ledesma’s Paano Kita Mapasasalamatan, 
followed by Kuh singing Zsa Zsa Padilla’s Ikaw La-
mang then Zsa Zsa sang Pops Fernandez’ Dito and 
Regine ending this unforgettable number by belting 
out her own Song Kailangan ko’y ikaw.

Of course the most awaited 
part of the show was the Biritan 
portion where each Diva show-
cased their vocal caliber. Kuh 
gave her own version of  I will 
Always Love You while Zsa Zsa 
sang Celine Dion’s Titanic Hit My 
Heart Will Go On Pops performed 
a Whitney Houston classic The 
Greatest Love of All while Regine 
soared with her impressive ver-
sion of Mariah Carey’s Butterfly 
and all four Divas ended this 
portion with the song When You 
Believe.

During the show, Stars were 
not only seen on stage, but some 
were a part of the audience as 
well.  Some celebrities were 
present to give their support to 
the Divas. Some of them,  Charice 
Pemepengco, Eric Santos, Robin 
and Ram Nievera and Kuh Ledes-
ma’s daughter, Isabella were 
invited to the stage and danced 
with the Divas as they sang their 
closing song We are Family,  I 
love the Nightlife and Shake the 
Groove thing.  The Audience 
couldn’t have enough of the Divas 
that they asked for more. 

The Thousands in attendance 
left the venue with high energy 
and having the feeling that they 
got even more than what they 
paid and hoped for.  Some of 
them even received gifts and 
souvenirs that were given away 
by the Divas during the Show.  
Most of their fans waited patiently 
for their turn to have another 
glimpse of the Divas during the 
Autograph Signing that was done 
after the Show.  

The Divas 4 Divas concert was 
conceptualized by none other 
than the Pop Diva, Kuh Ledesma.  
It took her at almost 5 years to 

plan and have the four of the finest talents in the 
Philippine Music Industry join together and stage 
a show that will make a mark in the Music History. 
What was then deemed to be impossible was made 
to reality by Kuh.  When the promotions started for 
the Divas 4 Divas US tour, the Long Beach Concert 
was not promoted as compared to the other cities, 
since there was already a show that will be staged 
at Pasadena.  Many feared that the turn out of ticket 
sales would not be big.  Nonetheless, the produc-
ers and Kuh were surprised to see how their fellow 
Kababayans showed their love and support to them 
that made the Long Beach show a phenomenal hit!  
It was an event that truly left a mark on the hearts of 
those who were present. Indeed, it was a show that 
will never be forgotten.
