In 1999, in Jolo, Sulu, (a south-
ern Philippine island) the Abu
Sayyaf, a rebel group based in
Patikul, Sulu, abducted students
and teachers whom some were
killed, including a priest who was
tortured to death. In that same
year in Basilan, Mindanao, a
group of Abu Sayaff threw a gre-
nade in one of our Bible Studies.
Three Church brethren and one
bystander were killed while the
rest of the brethren were miracu-
lously unscratched. The preacher
contacted the main Church in
Manila and reported the incident.
Our Beloved Pastor and Assistant
Pastor went down on their knees
and prayed for the brethren over
the phone. After the prayer, all
three of the brethren who had just
died started breathing again. For
with God nothing is impossible.

It has been nine years now
since the Peace Mission in South-
ern Mindanao in the Philippines
on July 1st to October 2nd of 2000
when the Abu Sayyaf abducted 21
hostages from a Sipadan resort
in Malaysia. The government and
the military during that time were
helpless; foreign governments ad-
vised the Philippines to handle the
crisis wisely. Negotiations failed
and the situation was brought tc
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
